king. After many blending trials we decided on: 
49% Merlot, 30% Malbec, 10% Petit Verdot, 5% 
Cabernet Franc, 5% Cabernet Sauvignon, and 
1% Carmenere. Impressive now or make it a 

cellar selection. 
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
